14 Duvai — South Asia: An elderly Duvai couple began to attend 
a local church and decided to follow Jesus. When their son 
learned this, he threatened and mistreated them. The couple 
stopped attending services. Lord, guide the pastor of this 
church as he secretly meets with them to offer spiritual comfort 
and support. We look forward to the day Your life-giving Word is 
in this couple’s language.

15 Nomaande — Cameroon: Lord, as the Nomaande translators 
quality-check 2 Samuel, please meet them where they are and 
speak to them through Your words. Bless each team 
member: Roger, Richard, Simon, Timothy, Simeon, Aurelien, 
Daniel, and Miriam.

16 Kadai — South Asia: Jesus, Prince of Peace, be a 
comforting presence in the Kadai community. A recent murder 
and other tragedies have created an atmosphere of fear and 
insecurity, including mistrust towards project facilitators Veeru 
and Nilima who are newcomers in the region.
